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The i-Ready Assessment is a computer adaptive test
that matches the difficulty of questions to each student's
ability. The assessment starts each student at a difficul-
ty level based on their grade level. When a student gets
answers right, the questions get harder; if a student se-
lects incorrect answers, the questions get easier.
