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FERPA / Notification of Rights under FERPA

THE FAMILY EDUCATIONAL RIGHTS AND PRIVACY ACT

(FERPA) (20 U.S.C. § 1232g; 34 CFR Part 99) is a Fed-
eral law that protects the privacy of student education
records. The law applies to all schools that receive funds
under an applicable program of the U.S. Department of
Education. FERPA gives parents certain rights with re-
spect to their children's education records. These rights
transfer to the student when he or she reaches the age of
18 or attends a school beyond the high school level. Stu-
dents to whom the rights have transferred are "eligible
students."

Parents or eligible students have the right to inspect and
review the student's education records maintained by
the school. Schools are not required to provide copies
of records unless, for reasons such as great distance, it
is impossible for parents or eligible students to review
the records. Schools may charge a fee for copies.

In general, education records are about current and former
students that are maintained by public, private, and
parochial schools. Education records contain infor-
mation about a student, such as: a student’s name,
address, and telephone number; a parent’s or guardi-
an’s name and contact information; grades and test
scores; health and immunization records; discipline
reports; documentation of attendance; schools attend-
ed; courses taken; awards conferred and degrees
earned; and special education records including indi-
vidualized education programs (IEPs).

Parents or eligible students have the right to request that a
school correct records which they believe to be inaccu-
rate or misleading. If the school decides not to amend
the record, the parent or eligible student then has the
right to a formal hearing. After the hearing, if the school
still decides not to amend the record, the parent or eli-
gible student has the right to place a statement with the
record setting forth his or her view about the contested
information.

Generally, schools must have written permission from the
parent or eligible student in order to release any infor-
mation from a student's education record. However,
FERPA allows schools to disclose those records, with-
out consent, to the following parties or under the follow-
ing conditions (34 CFR § 99.31):

School officials with legitimate educational interest;
Other schools to which a student is transferring;
Specified officials for audit or evaluation purposes;
Appropriate parties in connection with financial aid to
a student;

Organizations conducting certain studies for or on
behalf of the school;

Accrediting organizations;

To comply with a judicial order or lawfully issued sub-
poena;

> Appropriate officials in cases of health and safety
emergencies; and

> State and local authorities, within a juvenile justice
system, pursuant to specific State law.

DIRECTORY INFORMATION POLICY

Schools may disclose, without consent, "directory" infor-
mation such as a student's name, address, telephone
number, date of birth, honors and awards, and dates of
attendance. However, unless the school is providing
information for a legitimate educational purpose under
FERPA and the California Education Code or directory
information, the school shall notify parents or guardians
and eligible students — and receive their written consent —
before it releases a student’s personally identifiable infor-
mation. Directory information does not include citizenship
status, immigration status, place of birth, or any other
information indicating national origin (except where the
school receives consent as required under state law).

The school will not release information to third parties for
immigration-enforcement purposes, except as required by
law or court order. The parent/guardian/student may
refuse release of the student’s directory information by
completing a form, which is available at the school main
office. However, placing a “no release” on a student’s
records means that no one, including friends, parents,
prospective employers, honor societies, or other groups
or individuals will not be able to obtain this information.
The deadline in which the parent/guardian/student must
notify the school in writing that he or she does not want
the information designated as directory information re-
leased is two calendar weeks after the first day of the
school year. Schools must notify parents/guardians and
eligible students annually of their rights under FERPA.
The actual means of notification (special letter, school
newsletter, student handbook, notification packet) is left
to the discretion of each school.

VOLUNTEER INFORMATION / UHPOPMALIUA O BOJIOHTEPCTBE

Gateway Comnmmnity Charters (GCC) encourages and appreciates parents and community members who
are willing to share their time by volunteering in our schools. Volunteers can play an important part in
enriching the lives of our students.

GCC cares about our students and their safety and, therefore, has created volunteer procedures and
requirements fo keep the clildren safe All volunfeers mmist follow the volunfeer procedures and
requirements of GCC.

There are two levels of volunteers:

Level 1
Level 1 volunteers are those that are volunteering for a one-time event, such as a class party, organized
event, field trip*, etc. and will be under the direct supervision® of a staff member at all times.

*Direct supervision means that the volunteer will not be alone with students at any time dunng the
volunteer period. The students are still under the direct care off the staff member.

Level 1 volunteers are requured to complete a Volunteer Application and sign the Volunteer Oath. The
Volunteer Application must be signed by the Principal and both documents nmst be forwarded to Human
Resources for processing. Upon approval, HE. will notify the school site of the volunteer's clearance.

Level 1 volunteers are not required to complete the fingerprint clearance or provide TB screening results;
however, if the volunteer wishes to volunteer more than once, he'she will then be considered a Level 2
volunteer and will need to meet the appropriate requirements before continuing to volunteer.

Level 2
Level 2 volunteers are those that volunteer more than one time, such as classtoom volunteers, after-

school program volunteers, coaches, tutors, field tnp®, etc. and will be under the direct supervision® of a
staff member af all fimes.

*Direct supervision means that the volunteer will not be alone with students af any time during the
volunteer period. The students are still under the direct care off the staff member.

Level 2 volunteers will be required to complete a fingerprint clearance and provide proof of a clear
tuberculosis screening. TH Risk Assessment are valid for four vears. If your TB clearance expires during
your time as a volunteer, an updated TB clearance nmst be provided to confinue as a volunteer for GCC.

*Please Note: Volunteers who drive students on a field trip must also complete the Volunteer Personal
Anromobile Use form and supply the required documentation, including a valid driver’s license and
proof of liability insurance, prior to the field trip.

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ABSENCES & THE LAW

Community Outreach Academy takes student at-
tendance very seriously. We are very proud of our
student attendance levels and are pleased that our
parents take this area of education very responsi-
bly. We are nearing that time of the year when
some families may consider going on vacations,
such as trips to Mexico, Hawaii, cruises, etc., and
are forced to miss school. Itis the school’s respon-
sibility to inform our parents about the laws of
school attendance in California. Below are the
laws that relate to school attendance and the con-
sequences students and parents may face in the
events of missing too many days or hours of school
without a valid reason.

In California, all children are required by law to at-
tend school between the ages of 6 and 18, and
must have good attendance records as well. The
state defines legally truant as a student who miss-
es school with a combination of the following types
of absences without a valid excuse:

» three unexcused absences and/or
» three tardies and/or
» three absences of more than 30 minutes.

Students who miss school six times or more during
the year without a valid excuse are considered
"habitually truant”, and the school may refer a com-
plaint to the district attorney's office for legal action.
The consequences for a student who is declared
habitually truant are severe for both the student
AND the parents. Under the law, a parent can be
prosecuted for the following:

» "“failure to compel” a child to attend school (an
infraction with up to a $500 fine for repeat offend-
ers);

» violation of Penal Code § 272 “contributing to
the delinquency of a minor" (a misdemeanor with
up to one year in jail and up to $2,000 in fines).

Most recently, the California legislature voted into
law SB1317, which creates a NEW category,
“chronic truancy." The new law penalizes parents
who allow their children in grades Kindergarten
through 8th grade to miss 10% or more of the
school year to be prosecuted for a misdemeanor
with up to one year in jail AND $2,000 in fines.
There is no provision for children who have medi-
cal problems, or special education children with
emotional or behavior issues.

The consequences for older children are also se-
vere. In addition to the legal liability for parents,
high school students can be referred to the Juve-
nile court under Welfare and Institutions Code §
601 and be placed on probationary supervision.
This Juvenile record can unfairly harm a student's
ability to go to college and adversely affect job pro-
spects. Once a student age 13-17 is labeled a
"habitual truant,” it may also result in a suspension
or delay of driving privileges under Vehicle Code §
13202.7. This can raise insurance rates, further
increasing the overall cost to the parents.

We are very grateful for our students and parents.
Attendance has never been a big problem at COA
and we thank you all for being so proactive in mak-
ing sure your children come to school on time eve-
ry day.

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GCC HEALTH EDUCATION FACTS & INFORMATION FOR PARENTS

The following information is being provided to parents to help them understand how the California Health
Framework and the California Healthy Youth Act will be implemented within Gateway Community Charter
schools. We want to help you make an informed decision about your child’s education. Thank you for taking the
time to thoroughly read this fact and information sheet.

California Healthy Youth Act

Requires all schools, including charter schools to teach sexual health education and HIV prevention units
once in middle school and once in high school.

GCC schools have not adopted a curriculum for this requirement but COA Middle School has identified
the Health Connected Teen Talk curriculum for implementation. It will be taught in the spring of 2024.
Parents will receive notification letters at least 14 days before AB 329 Sexual Health Education material
is taught to inform parents of the dates.

Parents will be able to review the material that will be taught in their child’s class prior to the instruction of
the material.

Parents may opt out of Sexual Health Education and HIV Prevention by completing the form sent out by
the school staff.

2016.

S  The Health Education Curriculum Framework is a guidance document for teachers and administrators in
implementing California’s health standards. There are no mandates that require schools to use the
Health Education Framework.

S  The Framework does not mandate what is taught in schools. Districts and charter schools may use it as
a guide in developing a scope and sequence for locally designed health education programs.

S  Californiais NOT requiring teachers to teach gender identity in elementary schools.

INTRODUCTION

In support of strengthening student academic achieve-
ment, Community Outreach Academy (COA) will dis-
tribute to parents a Parent and Family Engagement
Policy.

COA will provide materials and training to help par-
ents to work with their children to improve academ-
ic achievement.

COA will educate teachers, specialized instructional
support personnel, principals, school leaders, and
other staff, with the assistance of parents, in the
value and utility of contributions of parents, and in
how to reach out to, communicate with, and work
with parents as equal partners, implement and co-
ordinate parent programs, and build ties between
parents and COA.

COA will, to the extent feasible and appropriate,
coordinate and integrate parent involvement pro-
grams and activities such as parent resource cen-
ter, volunteer opportunities, school website re-
sources, radio programs, and parent newsletters to
encourage and support parents to participate in the
education of their children.

COA will ensure that information related to school
and parent programs, meetings, and other activities
is sent to the parents of participating children in a
format and, to the extent practicable, in a language
the parents can understand.

COA will provide such other reasonable support for
parental involvement activities under this section as
parents may request. Parent Liaisons are availa-
ble.

. In carrying out the parent and family engagement

requirements of this part, COA, to the extent practi-
cable, will provide opportunities for the informed
participation of parents and family members
(including parents and family members who have
limited English proficiency, parents and family
members with disabilities, and parents and family
members of migratory children), including providing
information and school reports required under 20
U.S.C. § 6311 in a format and, to the extent practi-
cable, in a language such parents understand.




7. As a component of the school-level parent and fam-

ily engagement policy, COA will jointly develop with
parents for all children served under this part a
school-parent compact (Three Way School Pledge)
that outlines how parents, the entire school staff,
and students will share the responsibility for im-
proved student academic achievement and the
means by which the school and parents will build
and develop a partnership to help children achieve
the state’s high standards.

STUDENT POLICIES / GCC BOARD POLICY: ANTI — BULLYING POLICY*

“The Gateway Community Charters
(GCC) Board of Directors prohibits acts of
harassment or bullying. The board has
determined that a safe and civil environ-
ment in school is necessary for students
to learn and achieve high academic
standards. Harassment or bullying, like
other disruptive or violent behaviors, is
conduct that disrupts both a student’s
ability to learn and a school’s ability to ed-
ucate its student in a safe environment.
Demonstration of appropriate behavior,
treating others with civility and respect,
and refusing to tolerate harassment or
bullying is expected of administrators, fac-
ulty, staff, and volunteers to provide posi-
tive examples for student behavior.

Harassment occurs when a pupil has in-
tentionally engaged in harassment,
threats, or intimidation, directed against
school, school personnel or pupils, that is
sufficiently severe or pervasive to have
the actual and reasonably expected effect
of materially disrupting class work, creat-
ing substantial disorder, and invading the
rights of either school personnel or pupils
by creating an intimidating or hostile edu-
cational environment. Pupil’s grade 4 to
12 may be suspended or expelled for any
such action.

Bullying is any gesture of written, verbal,
graphic, or physical act by a pupil or
group of pupils directed at a pupil or
school personnel committed by any

means, including but not limited to an
electronic act. An "electronic act" means
the transmission of a communication, in-
cluding, but not limited to, a message,
text, sound, or image by means of an
electronic device, including, but not lim-
ited to, a telephone, wireless telephone or
other wireless communication device,
computer, or pager...

The Gateway Community Charters Board
of Directors expects students to conduct
themselves in a manner in keeping with
their levels of development, maturity, and
demonstrated capabilities with a proper
regard for the rights and welfare of other
students, school staff, volunteers, and
contractors.

The Gateway Community Charters Board
of Directors believes that standards for
student behavior must be set cooperative-
ly through interaction among students,
parents and guardians, staff, and commu-
nity members of the GCC, producing an
atmosphere that encourages students to
grow in self-discipline. The development
of this atmosphere requires respect for
self and others, as well as for GCC, char-
ter school and community property on the
part of students, staff, and community
members...”

Required for School Entry ) CDPH

Students Admitted at TK/K-12 Need:

« Diphtheria, Tetanus, and Pertussis (DTaP, DTP, Tdap, or Td) — 5 doses
(4 doses OK if one was given on or after 4th birthday.
3 doses OK if one was given on or after 7th birthday.)
For 7th-12th graders, at least 1 dose of pertussis-containing vaccine is required on or
after 7th birthday.

« Polio (OPV or IPV) — 4 doses
(3 doses OK if one was given on or after 4th birthday)

« Hepatitis B— 3 doses
(Not required for 7th grade entry)

« Measles, Mumps, and Rubella (MMR) — 2 doses
(Both given on or after 1st birthday)

« Varicella (Chickenpox) — 2 doses

These immunization requirements apply to new admissions and transfers for all grades,
including transitional kindergarten.

Students Starting 7th Grade Need:

« Tetanus, Diphtheria, Pertussis (Tdap) —1 dose
(Whooping cough booster usually given at 11 years and up)

« Varicella (Chickenpox) — 2 doses
(Usually given at ages 12 months and 4-6 years)

In addition, the TK/K-12 immunization requirements apply to 7th graders who are new admissions.

California schools are required to check immunization records for all new student admissions at
TK/Kindergarten through 12th grade and all students advancing to 7th grade before entry. Parents must
show their child’s Immunization Record as proof of immunization.

BULLYING IS ALWAYS SERIOUS. Children
need to feel safe before they can learn. To make sure this
happens, school boards have developed policies that
bans harassment, intimidation and bullying. Bullying is
repeated negative behavior that takes advantage of a
less-powerful person, and sometimes even makes the
child who is bullied feel at fault. Hitting, name-calling,
shunning and shaming are all forms of bullying. So are
spreading rumors, gossiping and making threats online
or via cell phones (cyberbullying).The outcomes can be
bad for both victim and aggressor. The child who is bul-
lied may become depressed and anxious, patterns that
can last a lifetime. Bullying and cyberbullying have re-
sulted in some students refusing to go to school and/or
experiencing anxiety, depression, and insomnia. In some
cases, bullying and cyberbullying have tragic outcomes.
The child who bullies, already abusing power at a young
age, is more likely than others to engage in criminal be-
havior as an adult. Kids involved in bullying - in either
role - also are at risk for abuse of alcohol, tobacco and
illegal drugs. Be a model of assertive, respectful conduct
for your child. Make sure the atmosphere in your home
is warm, and spend focused time with your child every
day. Provide discipline in consistent ways. Notice and
praise your child’s good behavior. Get professional help
for your child and your family if you do not see progress
in a reasonable time. Talk with children in your family
about bullying/ cyberbullying and your expectations
about their behavior.

SEEIT-SAYIT-STOPIT
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STUDENT POLICIES / GCC BOARD POLICY: SEXUAL HARASSMENT POLICY

Sexual harassment of or by any student or member of Gateway Community Charters (GCC) and/or its charter
school staff shall not be tolerated. The GCC Board of Directors considers sexual harassment to be a major
offense, which may result in disciplinary action, including dismissal or expulsion, of the offending student or
staff member, or other appropriate sanction.

Unwelcome sexual advances, requests for sexual favors, and other verbal or physical conduct of a sexual
nature constitute sexual harassment when it interferes with an individual’s performance at school and/or cre-
ates an intimidating, hostile or offensive educational environment. The conduct described above is also sexu-
al harassment when submission to it is made either explicitly or implicitly a term or condition of an individual’s
access to education. Sexual harassment regulated by this policy pertains to behavior of a sexual nature while
students are under the jurisdiction of the GCC and/or its charter schools.

Students may receive age-appropriate training and/or instruction on the prohibition of sexual harassment at
the School. Copies of this policy shall be available at the GCC Offices as well as at each School’s Administra-
tive Office. Any student who believes that he or she has been harassed or has witnessed sexual harassment
is encouraged to immediately report such incident to his or her teacher, counselor or Principal. Alternatively
students may contact the Gateway Community Charters Assistant Superintendent or Superintendent/CEOQ.
The Principal, Assistant Superintendent, Superintendent/CEO or their designee will promptly investigate all
such incidents in a confidential manner.

SOCIAL EMOTIONAL LEARNING (SEL)

There has been a shift in the academic focus of schools all over
the country. More and more educators have realized how im-
portant an all-encompassing education is versus the traditional
check box that covers reading, writing, math, social studies, and
science.

They help children learn more about themselves
and how they fit into and interact

with society. Learning more about

who they are and what their

strengths and weaknesses are can Self-Management
help them in their personal goals, Managing emotions
in their interactions with others, and behaviors to
and in so many other aspects of acheive one's goals

their lives. Our students are taught
elements of CKH (Capturing Kids
Hearts), which helps them self-
manage and interact better with
others. They work with a partner
or in groups in the classroom. We
offer flexible seating in all of our
classrooms. And there is so much
more that is planned and imple-
mented throughout our school that
is geared directly toward social
and emotional learning.

SEL skills are vital for a well-
rounded education. Research
shows that children who are so-
cially and emotionally competent
do better academically, have improved attitudes and behaviors,
make and keep friends more easily, and feel more connected to
school and their responsibility to learn. Students who are taught
social and emotional skills as part of their education are 50%
more likely to graduate high school and twice as likely to gradu-
ate college.

E-cigarettes are devices that heat a liquid, called
e-liquid, into an aerosol that the user can inhale.
They can also be called e-cigs, e-hookahs,
vapes, or vape pens. Using an e-cigarette is of-
ten called vaping.

E-liquids do not contain tobacco, but they almost
always contain flavors, chemicals and nicotine,
which is addictive.

E-cigarettes also come in many shapes and siz-
es. A popular e-cigarette, JUUL, is shaped like
a USB flash drive. Some devices may be
harder to detect than others.

E-liquid refills are called pods. One JUUL pod
has the same amount of nicotine as a whole
pack of cigarettes. Using a JUUL is often called
JUUL-ing.

What are the risks of nicotine

exposure for teens?

Nicotine is very addictive, especially for teens.
Nicotine can change the chemistry of the teen
brain. It may affect learning by making their
memory and focus worse.

Youth who use e-cigarettes are more likely to try
cigarettes.

What other risks are associated with
e-cigarette use?

E-liquid ingredients are not closely regulated,
and the long-term effects of e-cigarette use are
unknown.

The aerosol from heated e-liquids can contain
harmful chemicals, flavoring, and heavy metals.
Some of these chemicals are linked to cancer
and lung disease.

» Children and adults can be poisoned by swal-
lowing e-liquid or absorbing it via their skin or
eyes.

Why are e-cigarettes so popular among youth?
E-cigarettes come in a variety of sweet flavors
which appeal to youth. E-cigarette companies,
some of which are owned by tobacco companies,
developed products that are addictive and appeal-
ing to children. These companies have created
hundreds of candy and fruit flavored e-liquids that
make e-cigarettes seem harmless, but they are not.

Flavored JUUL pods

As a parent, what can | do?

» Learn about e-cigarettes and the different types
of products youth are using.

» Talk to your children about the risks of using
e-cigarettes.

» Ask your child what they have heard about vap-
ing and if any of their friends
are vaping.

» Encourage an open, ongoing
conversation.

» Avoid criticizing your child,
but explain your concerns
about vaping.

One Pill of Fentanyl Can Kill

Fentanyl is currently very common in our community; it is a powerful synthetic opioid that is like morphine but is

50 to 100 times more potent. Fentanyl is odorless, tasteless and colorless. Young people think they are taking “blues,’
OxyContin or Xanax, but they are often taking pills laced with fentanyl. Recently, law enforcement agencies have also
warned about the danger of fentanyl being disguised as candy, specifically targeted to be sold to children.

The best prevention is talking to your student about never taking any medication that doesn’t come from their doctor.
This includes never taking pills, even from friends. This is a conversation that can literally save your child’s life.
One pill has the potential to be deadly.

OTHER PREVENTION STRATEGIES INCLUDE:

e Open communication: One of the best ways to protect
youth from substances is by having open communication and
educating them on the risks of substance use. Listening to
them without judging is a critical tool you can provide as their
trusted adult.

e Look for changes in behavior: Look out for changes in
behavior, such as irregular eating or sleeping patterns, low
energy, general signs of depression or anxiety, unusual
irritability, slipping grades, lack of interest in activities they
love, and even drastic clothing style changes. Trust your
instincts. If you notice a change, ask about it.

AFTER A CRISIS: HOW YOUNG CHILDREN HEAL

Young children, toddlers, and preschoolers know when bad things happen, and they remember what
they have been through. After a scary event, we often see changes in their behavior. They may cry more,
become clingy and not want us to leave, have temper tantrums, hit others, have problems sleeping,
become afraid of things that didn't bother them before, and lose skills they previously mastered.
Changes like these are a sign that they need help. Here are some ways you can help them.

SAFETY FIRST—YOUR YOUNG CHILD FEELS SAFE WHEN YOU

It can be hard to watch your children’s play or listen
to their stories of what happened. Get support if it is too
hard for you to listen without becoming upset.
