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Since the onset of standards-based education, teachers have been working hard to target
benchmarks and assessments to help identify students who might be at risk of not
acquiring the skills necessary to be a successful reader. As these students are identified,
we must enlist the help and support of their parents to continue the work beyond the
school day. The purpose of this publication is to provide teachers with concrete one-on-
one “activities” that parents can do with their children. This publication is not meant to
be used as homework assignments for a classroom. It was created with the notion that
when a teacher is conferencing with a parent of a child who has been identified as “at
risk” and could be facing retention, that an activity or page could be given to that parent
based upon the child’s area of risk.

Neither the pages nor the activities are designed to be sequential. The teacher can select
specific activities based upon the needs of the student.

The initial work for this project was done by the Placer County Office of Education,
PCOE. PCOE had already put in place a number of suggested assessments and targeted
benchmarks for reading in the primary grades. With the passing of the
Intervention/Retention Bill, the logical next step was to create these one-on-one activities
that teachers could give to parents of “at risk” students during the first trimester

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LETTER IDENTIFICATION

Children learn the concepts of letters, words, sounds, and sentences from you when you read to
your child and write in front of your child. The first letters children typically learn are from their
environment (K for Kmart, M for Mc Donald’s) and in their name. Children need to know
several concepts about letters, including recognizing upper and lower case, how to form the
letters, and a word or object that represents or illustrates the sound of the letter.

Activities to do with your child

° Recognizing an individual letter by name when it is shown.
“Can you tell me what letter this is?”

. Recognizing an individual letter by sound when it is shown.
“Can you tell me what sound this letter makes?”

. Identifying a letter by name from a group of letters.
“Can you show me which one is the B?”

. Identifying a letter by the sound it represents in words.

“Which letter do you need to make a buh sound?”

Refrigerator Magic:

Keep alphabet letters on the front of the fridge. Try to purchase lowercase magnetic
letters. Ask your child to identify a letter or several letters every time s’he opens the
refrigerator. Use the letters to spell your child’s name and the names of family members.

Letter Hunt:

Write the upper and lowercase forms of each letter on 3 X 5 index cards.| A || a-
Have your child find matching letters in magazines and newspapers. Cut out the Ietters
and glue them to the back of the card. Be sure your child says the name of the letter each
time. You can use these cards as alphabet cards and refer to them for practice.

Letters in the Environment:

While riding or walking around your neighborhood, have your child identify letters he or
she sees in the environment. (e.g., the “s” on a stop sign, the “m” in McDonald’s)

Cereal Box Search:

While eating breakfast, ask your child to find letters on a cereal box. By doing this
activity you are teaching your child an awareness of letters in his/her environment.

Letter Search:

Write both upper and lowercase letters on index cards or small slips of paper. Tape them
around the house and have your child go on a letter search. Your child gets the letter
when he or she says the letter name.

The Alphabet Song:

Have your child both sing and say the alphabet song touching each letter as it is sung or
said.

Letter Sort:

Write the alphabet on a piece of paper. Using alphabet cereal or cookies, give your child

a handful of letters and let him or her say the letter aloud and match them to a piece of
paper with the alphabet on it. You can also have your child spell and glue down his or
her name on a piece of paper.

Gel Writing:

Place hair styling gel (add food coloring to brighten it) in small plastic bags that can be
sealed. Have your child practice forming the letters by writing with the fingertip on the
outside of the bag. A shake of the bag and it’s erased!

Paintless Painting:

This is a great outdoor activity. You will need a clean paintbrush and a cup of water for
this activity. Write a letter on an outdoor surface and see if your child can identify the
letter before it disappears or give your child the paintbrush to write a letter that you say.

Roll a Letter:

Write letters on top of a die or blank cube. Roll the die and have your child identify the
letter that appears on top. Provide a mix of upper and lowercase letters.

Alphabet Puzzle:

Make a simple set of puzzles to practice matching upper and lower case letters. Write an
uppercase letter on the left side and a lower case on the right side. Cut the shapes in half
using a zigzag and swervy lines, making each one a little different. It is important that
your child say each letter aloud as the puzzle pieces are put together.

With your child’s help make up some bingo cards by randomly placing both upper and
lower case letters in the squares. Supply your child with a handful of pennies or buttons
to use as markers. You act as the bingo caller by calling out the letter (e.g., capital C,
lower case b).

Alphabet Concentration:

Make a set of letter cards-one letter to a card, two cards for each letter. Place about 12
cards facedown on the desk, table, or floor. Take turns turning over 2 cards at a time
saying their names. If the cards match, you pick them up. The object of the game is to
make as many matches as possible. You can use cards that are all lowercase, all
uppercase or mixed.

Name game:

Write your child’s name on a card and cut apart the letters and mix them up. Have youf
child put his/her name back in order while saying each letter. Have your child spell out
his or her name using blocks, letter cards, or magnetic letters.

Matching Letters:

Take two cards. On one card write your child’s name in upper case letters. On the other
card write your child’s name in lower case. Cut apart each card and mix up the letters.
Have your child match the letters and spell his/her name correctly.

Concepts About Print:

' Children need to understand how print works as they learn the reading process. How
print works is learned gradually as your child is read to and sees how writing works. As
your child begins to learn to read and write these are the concepts he/she needs to learn:

Where to begin writing or reading (top of the page)

Moving from left to right

Where to go after the end of the line (sweep down to the beginning of the next
line)

The print and the picture help to “tell” the story

Word-by-word pointing (one-to-one correspondence)

Knowing what is a letter, word, and sentence? How are they different?
Understanding first and last part (of the word, sentence, story)
Understand that letter order in words is important

Upper and lower case letters have purpose

Understand that punctuation marks have meaning

How to Teach Your Child About Print

Using a book sent home by your child’s teacher or one you already have at home:

Put a book in your child’s lap with cover facing up. Model pointing to the cover
of the book and have your child do the same. Repeat this with the back of the
book.

Use your finger to point out the title of the book as you read the title.

Look at the pictures on the cover and on the first page.

Show your child the picture that describes what you have read.

Ask your child to tell you who or what is in the picture.

Ask your child to find an important character or special object in the picture.
Point to the words where the story begins and where the story ends on a page.
Read the first page. Use your finger to point to each word as you read. Ask your
child “where is front of the book?” “back (end) of book?”, “where do we read?”
Show your child how you begin reading at the first word on the first page and turn
one page at a time.

Have your child practice turning pages one at a time until you reach the end of the
book.

Point to a period — explain this means stop. Point to a “?”” — explain this means
it’s asking a question. Do the same with commas, exclamation points, quotations,
etc. Point out a capital letter while reading.

Read the book together. Allow your child to turn the pages.

Activities to help your child understand about words:

It is important that your child is able to distinguish between words. Children need to
understand that there is print and space and print and space. Use four pennies, markers, or
buttons, etc., and have the child point to and name the objects. Then put four stickers on
a strip with a two-finger space between each sticker. Have your child point to each
sticker. Write a simple sentence on a strip with four words such as “I like the apples.”
Explain that there are four words on this strip like the four stickers that were used in the
previous activity. Move each penny up for each word. Explain that the block of print is
one word and the white space signals the end of one word and the start of the next word. ,
Have the child point to spaces between words. While reading to your child, use your
finger to follow the words (left to right, sweep down to the beginning of the next line,
etc.).

Activities to help your child understand about letters:

Write your child’s name on a piece of paper. On an index card, cut a hole the size of a
letter in the name. Model for your child how to put the first letter of your child’s name in
the window on the index card. Explain that the letter in the window is the first letter in
his/her name, which is a word. Repeat this with the last letter. Tell him/her how many
letters are in his/her name. Now ask your child to point to each letter and help him/her to
count the letters.

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LETTER FORMATION

Handwriting is done using small movements of the hand, which is known as small motor
skills. Helping your child develop his or her small motor skills helps him/her be more successful
in forming letters and writing. Here is a list of things you can do with your child.

1. Doing jigsaw puzzles or toys that have interlocking pieces.

2. Stringing beads or popcorn, building things with tinkertoys or legos or any number of
inexpensive toys currently on the market.

3. Tracing letters, pictures, or words found in books or magazines. Keep the designs
simple and have your child use a large writing instrument such as a crayon or felt-tip
marker.

4. Stacking a group of blocks into a tower, piling boxes on top of each other, hammering

a nail into two pieces of wood, or taping pieces of paper together.
5. Stirring or mixing using a spoon, spatula, or beaters.

6. Finger painting, making circles in the sand with his or her finger, or moving a toy
boat in patterns in the bathtub.

7. Making things with pipe cleaners and play dough or clay.

8. Practicing forming at least 15 —20 letters and then circling the “best™ 3 letters.

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PHONEMIC AWARENESS

Phonemic awareness is an understanding that words are made up of individual sounds. Young
children need to have a strong understanding of spoken language before they can learn to read
and spell. Phonemically aware children can:

« Hear the sounds that make up words.

« Change or rearrange sounds to create new words.

« Hear relationships between sounds.

Phonemic awareness is taught through oral games and activities. This includes awareness of
spoken words, generating and recognizing rhyming words, then becomes aware of syllables,
onsets (beginning sound before the first vowel so that in bat, the “b” is the onset), rimes (the first
vowel and the rest of the letters in the word such as “an” in “man”), and finally, individual
sounds within a word. '

Phonemic awareness is not phonics, but the two are dependent upon each other. Phonemic
awareness focuses on the sound units (phonemes) that form spoken words. It is an aural
(hearing) skill. Phonics associates sounds with written symbols. It is both and aural and visual
(seeing) skill.

Parts of a Word
Children discover that speech can be broken down into small “sound units” that blend together to
form spoken words.

Practice splitting syllables into sound units by saying the parts of the words slowly, for example
happy — hap - py, bottle — bot — tle, baby-ba-by — and ask your child to blend the sounds together
to make a word.

Sequence of Sounds

Many times a word will sound like one big sound to a child. Sequencing of sounds emphasizes
listening skills in which the child learns to hear and repeat the beginning, middle, and ending .
sounds in a word.

Say a word like red and ask your child what sound did yoﬁ hear first? After correct responses,
become frequent with a variety of words continue by asking for beginning sounds, and later
ending sounds and then middle sounds.

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PHONEMIC AWARENESS

Word, Syllable, and Sound Counting

Your child needs to learn that sentences are made up of words and that words are made up of
syllables (for example, buck-et in bucket) and that words can be separated into sounds (for
example, /k/ /a/ [t/ in cat). Later children will be able to connect the sounds in spoken words
with the letters in printed words.

Say a sentence and ask your child to clap as you say each word.

Say a word and have your child slap his/her knee the number of syllables he/she hears in
a word.

Say a word and have your child walk in place or march the number of syllables he/she
hears in a word.

Play on a musical instrument one note for each sound or syllable he/she hears. For
example, beat on the drum one time for each sound in a word.

Syllable Clap:

Tell your child that knowing about syllables can help when he/she reads and writes. With
your child, clap each syllable in a word. Start with names of family members and then
move into other two and three syllable words.
Some examples would be: say sandwich
clap syllables: sand wich

Rhyming Page:

Using old magazines, have your child look for pictures that have names that thyme. For
example, choose a picture of a cat and find other pictures with names that rhyme with
“cat” such as “hat,” “mat,” and “bat.” Have your child cut out the pictures and paste
them on a sheet of paper. Have them say all the rhyming words on their sheet of paper.

Rhyming Game:

Explain to your child that you’re going to say aloud three rhyming words (such as cat,
hat, and saf). Tell him/her you want him/her to listen carefully to the words and then
suggest other words that rhyme with those words. These can be “real”” words or made up
words-they just need to thyme. For example, your child might respond with bat, fat, mat,
lat, and pat. Continue with other sets of rhyming words. (see examples below)

I’m Going on a Trip: (adapted from Blevins, Scholastic,1998)

Tell your child that you’re going on an imaginary trip. Explain that you will tell him/her
one item that you want to take on the trip and he/she is to repeat that item name and then
name another item that thymes. For example, if you say, “I’m going on a trip and I'm
taking a hat,” your child might say, “I’m going on a trip and I’m taking a hat and a cat.”
Continue until you can’t think of any more words that rhyme. You can also play the
game with words that start with the same sound. For example, “I’m going on a trip and
I’m taking a ball, a bat, a basket, a blanket, and a banana. ”

The Truck Is Loaded With:

Sit on the floor with your child sitting across from you. Have a ball or beanbag that you
can toss to each other. To begin the game, say, “The truck is loaded with cheese.” Then
toss the ball to your child. He/she must produce a rhyme (e.g., “The truck is loaded with
peas”) and throw the ball back to you. Repeat your original rhyme, then toss the ball
back. Continue the game in this way until you run out of rhymes. Then begin the game
again with new cargo.

California ﬁeading Association High Frequency Words
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HIGH FREQUENCY WORDS

Introduction:

Sight words or high frequency words are the words that appear most often in printed
materials. Just three words I, and, the account for 10% of all words in printed English.
These words are so common in reading materials that it is crucial that your child léarn to
identify them. Children can’t use a picture clue to figure out the word zhe. Sounding out
the words doesn’t always work either.  For instance, try sounding out the, what, and are
and you will see why they are called “sight” words. Since they are difficult to decode
easily and because they occur so often in print, it is essential that your child learns to
recognize these words instantly and automatically. A further complication is that many
of these words don’t carry much meaning. These words are often hard for children to
remember because they tend to be abstract. Children find it much easier to leamn to
recognize “wheel” than “when,” because the word “wheel” conjures up the image of a
circular frame, while “what” is abstract.

Learning to recognize high frequency words by sight is critical to developing fluency
in reading. Recognizing these words gives your child a basic context for figuring out other
words. When children begin to be able to recognize a large number of words quickly and
accurately, reading ease, confidence and smoothness improves. The more times a child
encounters a word in books, the more likely he/she will be able to recognize it by sight and
to avoid making a reading error. Children who know these high frequency words are able
to read more fluently and smoothly than students who do not, and fluent readers are better
able to understand what they are reading. Once children can read many of these words,
they gain confidence in themselves as readers and begin reading books independently.

For the following activities, use the attached list of words and cut along the lines to make

flash cards.

Flash Cards:

Start with just two or three words. As your child learns words, add more. Put
them in a stack like a deck of cards. Show your child one card at a time. Practice
until your child can read each card quickly, within 5 seconds. If your child has a
problem remembering any of the words, have her/him make these words with
magnetic letters and/or write them in a tray of salt or sugar. If you can tell your
child is feeling overwhelmed, you may want to practice with only 3 — 5 words per
day.

Put the words that seem hard for your child on sticky notes and stick them to the
television or refrigerator. Tell your child that they have to read the “tricky” words
before watching T.V. or opening the refrigerator.

Concentration (or Memory):

Go Fish

Bingo:

Using two sets of cards (about 16-20 cards, 8-10 words), shuffle the cards and
place them face down in 3-4 rows. Begin play by turning over any 2 cards and
reading each one. If they match, the player keeps them. If they don’t match, they
are returned to the same place, face down, and the player “memorizes” or
“concentrates on” where they are. The next player takes a turn. Continue until all
cards are matched. The winner is the one with the most matched pairs.

Using two sets of word cards (about 40 cards, 20 words), shuffle the cards and
deal out 7 cards to each player. If any cards in the hand match, they make a pair
and are put aside. The play begins with the player to the left of the dealer. That
player looks at his/her hand to see which card needs to be matched. Then he/she
asks another player for that card; for example, “Do you have the word, here?” If
the player asked has that card, he/she gives it to the person. If he/she doesn’t have
the matching card, he/she says, “Go Fish!” If a match is made, the player who is
asking can continue to ask for another card until no matches can be made. Then
the play moves to the left. The play continues until all cards are matched. The
winner is the one with the most pairs.

Make a large Bingo card and then write nine words that need to be practiced into
the squares. Then flip over one flashcard. Have your child read it aloud. If it is
on his/her Bingo card, he/she covers it up. Decide before the game begins what
he/she needs in order to get Bingo: three in a row, four comers, blackout, etc.

Sight Word Box

Place a set the flash cards in a shoebox. Ask your child to select a card, spell
aloud the word, read it, and use it in a sentence. Then post the word card on the
refrigerator, on the bathroom mirror or any spot to reread whenever s/he sees it.
Do one word per day and review all of the words at the end of the week.. Then
begin again.

Word Search:

Save some old newspapers or junk mail and have your child cut out known words
and stick them on a piece of paper. Have your child say the word aloud. Also,
keep an eye out for these words as your child is reading to you (or you are reading
to your child). Point out the words to your child and ask if he/she has seen them
before.

Make the Words:

Take out some toothpicks, pebbles, small marshmallows, or dried beans and have
your child write some of his/her trickiest words using these products. Have your
child spell and say the word after it is written.

Write the Words:

Have your child practice writing the words EVERYWHERE! Write these words
on a foggy mirror or window or write these words in sand or mud with a stick or
write the words on the sidewalk with chalk.

Word Shapes:

Have your child write the high frequency words on the recording form on the next
page. Next to each word, have him/her draw the word ‘“shape.” As an
intermediary step, your child can write his/her words directly on the grid before
coloring the boxes. This activity helps children visualize each word’s shape and
is especially helpful for visual learners.

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PHONICS

Phonics is connecting letters to their sound. This ability is necessary in order for readers to
decode words. Decoding words helps in the development of and improvement in word
recognition. The more words a reader recognizes automatically, the easier the reading becomes.
Therefore, phonics instruction helps in the development of word recognition by providing
children with an important and useful way to figure out unfamiliar words while reading.

How to Help Your Child Learn Phonics

. Read and reread favorite nursery rhymes to emphasize the sound patterns of the.
language. Enjoy tongue twisters (Peter Piper picked a peck of pickled peppers)
and other forms of language play together.

. Read aloud to your child every day. This is perhaps the most importaht thing
you can do to help your child become a reader. Rereading and discussing your
child’s favorite books is especially helpful.

° When you are reading aloud, you can run your hand or finger under the words, to
help your child connect spoken words with their written forms.

° Read and discuss alphabet books together, and make alphabet books of your own.

° Read stories, poems, thymes, and songs with repeated sounds at the beginnings of
words (Baby bounces on the bed.) and/or at the ends of words (thyme).

. Put words your child knows onto strips of paper or cards. Your child may enjoy
sorting them according to patterns your child notices, such as the beginning and
ending letters and their sounds.

. When your child is reading and comes to a word he/she doesn’t know, help your
child think “what would make sense here” and then use the first letter of the word
to make a prediction. You can then confirm or correct the word together by
looking at the rest of the word.

. Help your child recognize word families (if he/she knows sing, help him/her
apply that to new words such as ring, bring, etc).

° Model writing in front of your child and talk about some of the letters and sounds.
When your child’s own attempts at writing show that he or she is trying to
represent sounds, help your child do so. At first, though, don’t expect your child
to write more than the first sound of most of the words.

o Write a letter, thank you note, or grocery list together. Sound out the word and
ask your child what letter makes the sound.

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Shared Writing

(Based upon McCarrier, Buttons, Pinnell research.)

Shared writing is a way for you and your child to write together in order to make
connections between letters and sounds. You can do this with grocery lists, gift lists,
thank you notes, and writing about stories.

You will need paper, pencil and an alphabet chart.

Discuss with your child what he/she wants to say so that it is in his/her words. Decide .
what your sentence will say. Count the words on your fingers to help with recall.

Say each word slowly so your child can hear all the parts. Have your child write '
whatever he/she can (for letters refer to the alphabet chart close by). Praise your child for
his/her effort. You fill in any needed letters. Re-read the text: after every word is added,
re-read what you wrote for fluency and to predict the next word.

Tic-Tac-Toe Word Family

Make a tic-tac-toe game board grid. In each square, write a word family (ay, ing, ack, an,
at). You and your child take turns choosing a square and making a word by adding the
beginning letter. If the word makes sense, place an X or an O in the square. Three X’s or
three O’s in row wins.

Flap Book

Flap books are enjoyable activities that will help your child connect letters to sound. Fold
an 81/2 by 11 piece of paper in half horizontally. Write your child’s name along the
bottom edge. Cut between each letter, just to the folded edge of the paper, to create flaps.
Lift each flap and draw or glue pictures under each one that represents that letter sound.
If there are silent letters or a blend (sh) in your child’s name, tell him/her the sound that
letter usually makes and treat it as an individual letter. If the child is more advanced, he
or she can list words that start with the same sounds instead of pictures.

Do same activity for other family members’ names.

Word Building

Write a word family such as “at” for your child. Build words by adding beginning letters.
What could you add to “at” to spell sat, rat, pat, etc.? Build words by adding a word
family to the letters. What would you add to “s” to spell sand? Follow with “h” to spell
hand, to “I” to spell land, to “b” to spell band, etc.

Collect kitchen utensils with names that feature a consonant blend (e.g., spoon, spatula,
whisk, brush, gloves, slotted spoon, fork, plate, grater, etc.). Have your child select a
kitchen utensil, place it in the center of a piece of paper, then trace around it. Then write
(or have child write) the name of the utensil on the drawing and write as many other
words that you can think of with the same initial consonant or consonant blend as the
utensil.
